	CORE STRATEGY
Members had submitted views and thoughts on the ‘Core Strategy Further Options Consultation’ to the Clerk prior to the meeting. 
The Core Strategy appraisal was supported by the Council but it was considered important to re-emphasize the wish to retain in its entirety, the Green Belt around the village of Send. An increase in 1 bedroom homes was felt to be needed to meet current demand on developments with over 10 dwellings. There was a concern about the high number of jobs that needed to be provided within the ‘London Fringe sub-area’ and a subsequent increase in population and housing needs. It was considered more appropriate to locate these sites to the west and south of Guildford and not between Burpham and Clandon. There was no mention of improving Guildford Bypass.

	HEATHFIELD NATURE RESERVE

Members received a report on the proposed introduction of cattle grazing at Heathfield Nature Reserve. There were a number of reservations expressed: 1.The area was surrounded by houses on three sides and dog walkers and children frequently used the site. By fencing the area it would discourage use by this people.

2. Other wildlife would not be able to access the area.
3. In putting up a large amount of fencing, if the project did not work, a vast amount of effort and money would be wasted.

4. Aethetically, this fencing may detract from the visual amenities of the houses and general area.

5.The cattle may prove to be vulnerable considering the village youth often frequented the access road to Sanger Drive; as a waterlogged area, it may affect the health of the animals; the pier may be a hazard to the animals.

6. Several residents were against the idea because grass would be churned up and it would be unpleasant to live in the area.

Members were aware that villages who had instigated the original project at Heathfield and worked hard on it, were supportive of the move.

Agreed Action: The Clerk to write to Chris Bruce, Head of Parks and Countryside at Guildford Borough Council expressing these views and ask to be notified of the Public Consultation date
