	CHAIRMAN/CLERK’S REPORT
The Chairman had given a report at the Annual Parish Meeting on Friday 14th May and therefore had nothing further to report at this meeting.

May Fair - The Clerk reported that the May Fair stall had been successful despite the strong winds on the recreation ground causing the new gazebo to ‘fly up in the air’. The Chairman agreed with the Clerk that by moving into the refreshment tent, there had been good opportunities to meet with the public. A number of positive comments had been received regarding the plans to install new playground equipment on the recreation ground. 
Bush Lane  - The Forestry Commission student who was monitoring the progress of the trees at Bush Lane had provided some further information on their condition. He advised continuing monitoring the progress. Letters would be sent to an interested resident of Bush Lane and the owner of Sendholme to update them on the research.
Members also viewed a draft leaflet from Frances Halstead of Surrey Wildlife Trust regarding dumping of garden waste at the woodland. Members liked the leaflet but suggested that there should be a contact number for Guildford Borough Council regarding disposal of green waste in green sacks.
Maple Road Play area – The new gate for Maple Road play area was due this week.

Cemetery Data  – Cllr. C. Roche had offered to help the Clerk start imputing the Cemetery data on the Epitaph system on a Wednesday afternoon for 5 weeks.
Trees in Sandy Lane – A couple of residents of Sandy Lane were concerned about the safety of overhanging branches. The Clerk was still investigating who was responsible for the trees as they were outside the fence line for the recreation ground but not apparently recorded as being Surrey County Council responsibility.

The Pound - There had been concern about the damage to the posts and rails at the Pound. This was to be investigated and repaired.
Cemetery – A resident of Winds Ridge was concerned about an untidy area by a bench on the left-hand side at the Cemetery. This was to be investigated.

Deer in Potters Lane – A resident of Potters Lane had reported sighting deer often recently in gardens and elsewhere in Send.

	COMMUNICATIONS
NOMINATIONS FOR AN AREA IN SEND FOR CLEAN UP
The Cleansing department at Guildford Borough Council were inviting nominations for areas in the Borough which needed extra attention. This was with regard to litter, flytipping, graffitti, dog fouling and abandoned vehicles.

Members discussed a number of areas and it was 
AGREED: To nominate the following areas for extra cleaning:

1. Footpath 55 from Potters Lane to the River Wey (dog fouling)

2. FP 55 and 52 alongside the lakes accessed by Sandy Lane

3. FP 66 from Send Road to Sandy Lane (overgrown/slippery etc)

4. Alley from Portsmouth Road to Linden Way (tree debris/moss etc)

It was noted that all these footpaths were well-used by the public and in the case of FP 66, the resident with the guide dog had had particular difficulties.

Brief: As it says on the tin - Neighbourhood officers will target a street each week aiming to engage with at least 80% of the residents in that road looking to identify problems, new contacts, and any intelligence that may be picked up along the way, etc. We then need to assess any issues identified and look to deal with as appropriate. We then move on to another street and start again. This will run throughout the year and once completed, the cycle begins again.

2.2. Members received recommendations from the FSSRG regarding the Clerk’s hours, scope of work required by the Council and adminstration of salary. It was agreed that the official working hours did not allow enough time to progress work on transfer of cemetery data onto the computerised Epitaph system.

The recommendation was that the Council advertise for another person to assist in the imputting of the cemetery data. However since the meeting Cllr. C. Roche had offered to  work with the Clerk on this task

	SEND REFURBISHMENT WORKING GROUP
Members received an update on the project and considered ideas for a preliminary design for the layout of playground equipment for the Recreation Ground presented by Mr. D. Knight who was present at the meeting. Mr. Knight explained his thinking behind the design which was well received by Members. 
A number of suggestions to alter the design were made which included: 

1. Having an entrance at the corner of the Rec. with a path from it into the Rec.

2. The bush behind the youth shelter would need to be dense or prickly to prevent litter being put in it.

3. The double net would have to be located so that large vehicles could access the Rec. at fairs etc. and the location of the current football posts might be in the way.

4. It had not been decided whether to keep the second ball court or not

5. The Council were investigating adding a public toilet to the pavilion but the location had not yet been decided.

It was agreed that the discussions had been useful and that once further investigations had been made, another meeting would be arranged.
