2. YOUTH CONSULTATION EVENING
Members received a report on the Youth Consultation evening run by Bruce Paterson, Rural Support Warden and held at the pavilion on 12th June 2009. It had been a successful evening with 27 young people attending. They were asked what they liked and disliked about Send and gave suggestions about what they would like to see happen regarding the Youth Club. A follow up meeting would be organised to plan for the future.

	 CHAIRMAN’S/CLERK’S REPORT
SITE FOR DEVELOPMENT AT MAYS CORNER

It had been brought to the notice of the Council that the large site next to the Roman Catholic Church in Send Marsh Road had now been made available for sale and was offered as potential residential development land.
The Chairman reported a communication between himself and a potential developer who was seeking support for a case for provision for the elderly. It had been suggested that more sheltered accommodation would be appropriate for Send rather than another residential care home.

It was commented that a scheme including the RC church site may produce a better proposal but there would continue to be parking problems as in all the developments in Send.

BUS SHELTER AT MAYS CORNER

The Clerk reported that there had been discussions with the owner of property adjacent to the newly installed bus shelter and it was hoped that a meeting would be held soon between representatives of Surrey County Council, the Parish Council and the owner to resolve the issue of where it was sited.
SEND VILLAGE WEBSITE

The Clerk reported a meeting with the previous Send website editor who was to transfer the contact for the website to a second email address at the Parish Office. As there were difficulties changing the design of the website, it was felt that other Parish Councils’ website management should be investigated.
The Clerk was to report back at a future meeting.
TENNIS COURT NET

The Clerk was investigating use of a solid tennis court net by Woking Borough Council in one of their playgrounds. In the meantime, a local company had provided a new net at a low cost and included a free winder (worth £70).
ST. BEDES SCHOOL 70TH ANNIVERSARY SERVICE
Cllr. Mark Clover and the Clerk had attended the service at Guildford Cathedral on 22 May 2009. It had been well-organised and attended by past and present children and staff, Mayors of Guildford and Woking and representatives from Send and Ripley schools and Councils. A highlight of the service was when a huge dove was carried down the aisle representing peace/ the Holy Spirit.  
CAMPAIGN TO PROTECT RURAL ENGLAND AGM 
Cllr. Ted Goldup and the Clerk had attended the CPRE AGM at Leatherhead on Friday 29 May 2009 in support of Tim Harrold, the Chairman of CPRE who had previously helped Send residents with their responses to the South East Plan.
The clerk explained that the organisation was responsible for protecting much of the rural parts of England and had been responsible for setting up Britain’s National Parks. Its future strategy included concentrating efforts on only a limited number of projects which could be influenced politically rather than extending help to many less important issues.

	COMMUNICATIONS
1) COMMUNITY SHREDDING

Members of the Send Gardening Club had suggested the idea of setting up Community Shredders in the village, for ‘Mulching’ vegetation. It would require 50 people taking part to make the project viable. 

Members felt that this was a interesting idea and it was suggested that it was advertised in the Ripley and Send Matters publication. 
2) POTTERS LANE ISSUES 
a. A resident of Potters lane had reported a number of Highway issues including poor road surface and potholes and there was a continued concern about the noise and late night activities on the site of Sherbourne nursery. It was noted there was now a planning enforcement on this site.
b. There was a letter from the Orchard Way Resident’s Society expressing concern about the lack of visibility at the Send Hill/Potters Lane junction when exiting Send Hill. It was suggested that a mirror positioned opposite Send Hill would give warning of traffic approaching from the west along Potters Lane and further warnings of the blind junction along both directions should be displayed to slow down approaching traffic.
It was noted that Surrey County Council Highways previously did not recommend a mirror in this position partly due to the fact that the location was on private land and therefore the owner of the land would need to take responsibility in case of an accident. (Mirrors could cause blinding of a motorist when lights hit the mirror at night).
Agreed: To write to the Orchard Way Resident’s Society and suggest that they write to Surrey County Council explaining their concerns
3) HEATHFIELD

There was to be a public consultation to discuss the idea of grazing on the Heathfield Wildlife area to be held on 11th July. The Clerk had made contact with the organisers of a similar project in Snakey Lane, Ash. They were inviting any who were interested to come over and see the project in action. 
4) SEND UNITED JUNIORS 
Send United Juniors were asking to use the Recreation ground and Pavilion for their tournament on 4th July 2009.

Agreed: To give permission to Send United Juniors to use Send Recreation ground and Pavilion facilities on 4th July 2009
5) ST MARY’S CHURCH ‘SONGS OF PRAISE’

St Mary’s Church were asking for permission to use the Recreation Ground and Pavilion for their ‘Songs of Praise’ on 12th July 2009. 

Agreed: To give permission to St. Mary’s Church to use Send Recreation ground for ‘Songs of Praise’ on 12th July 2009 
6) SOUTH EAST PLAN
Members received and considered a letter from Guildford Borough Council advising Parish Councils within the Borough, that GBC had issued a legal challenge to the South East Plan. It was commented that many local residents and groups had raised strong objection to the plan and the growth proposal at Guildford was the single highest level of objection to any part of the Government’s Proposed Changes last Autumn.

SEND REFURBISHMENT

Cllrs Aldridge and Harris and the Clerk reported meeting on site with two of the Design Competition entrants.  They were both enthusiastic and had some interesting questions. Submission of designs by 13th July would enable circulation to members in the week prior to the Council meeting on 20th July.
REPORTS

1. ALLOTMENTS –  Cllr. T. Goldup reported that the overgrown bush at the entrance to the Allotments had been cut back (as requested by the owner of one of the units in the industrial park).
The overgrown footpath adjacent to the allotments would be reported to SCC. 
2. RECREATION – Cllr Aldridge and the Clerk had met with the local electrician who was to work on the repair of the CCTV cameras and installation of protective cages in the next month.
The Annual Inspection for the playground equipment was now due. Although the equipment required attention it was agreed that it was sensible to wait to view the new designs for the area before acquiring new equipment. It was considered possible to weld, repair and paint the equipment to a satisfactory standard. Cllr T Goldup was thanked for all his work maintaining the equipment.
Agreed: To make temporary safety repairs and paint the equipment 

Cllr M Bruton reported on a lovely playground she had visited and all the interesting equipment for children. It was noted that several of the Members were to attend the SALTEX exhibition in September which would have a large variety of equipment to view. Ideas would then be submitted to the Council.
Borough Cllr Keith Taylor advised the Council to make contact with the officer at Guildford Borough who dealt with Grant Aid and 106 monies to help with the project.

3. PLANNING – Members noted that the comments from the Planning Committee were available to view.
4. CEMETERY – Members received and considered a recommendation to redefine the qualification for parishioner status in regard to Cemetery fees. By establishing clear guidelines, it would remove confusion on this subject.

RESOLVED: That, in regard to Burial fees, a person was qualified as a Parishioner if 

a. they were resident in the Parish previous to entering a nursing home or sheltered accomodation outside the Parish. 

b. it was within a period of 2 years of moving out of the Parish.
c. they were resident in the Parish but not on the Electoral Role.

3. CHANGE OF INSURANCE COVER
On advice from the Internal Auditor, the Council had reviewed the Council’s current Insurance Policy and had sought quotations from other companies. 
Members now received a recommendation to change the Council’s insurance company. It was noted that quotation was cheaper and provided better cover than the previous policy (particularly regarding Public Liability and cover for Playground equipment). 
RESOLVED: To change the Insurance Cover to Tennyson Insurance Ltd (Zurich Municipal) and to enter into a 3 year agreement with that company with effect from 1 June 2009

The Chairman thanked Cllr H Turner for all his work with the Insurance and previously with the review of Standing orders and Financial Regulations.
4. INTERNAL AUDITOR 2009/10
AGREED: To appoint Mr. Mark Mulberry (SCAPT) as Internal Auditor for the year 2009/10
