	COMMUNICATIONS
1. PROPOSED CYCLEWAY/FOOTWAY SEND BARNS LANE
1.  A reply had been received in response to a letter which had been sent to SCC Highways department with residents concerns about the proposed Cycleway/footway at Send Barns Lane. The reply was read out and noted.
2. SEND 1ST ST MARY’S SCOUTS AND MAY FAIR

4. BULLETIN ENGLISH HOUSING ASSOCIATION
A bulletin from English Housing with details of affordable housing was available to view.
5. RIPLEY AND SEND MATTERS 

 There was a reminder from the editor of R&S of the deadline of submission of articles.
It was noted that there would be an item on ‘BEST’ week and the ‘Swap shop’.

Agreed: The Parish Council would submit a report of its plans and projects in the 2010/11 budget and an item on the Christmas Lights, to the magazine
6. SURREY POLICE MEETING 

There was a notification of a special meeting on 29 January 2010 at East Horsley, for Surrey Parishes with the Chief Constable and Chairman of Surrey Police Authority. Very significant changes to Surrey Policing were to be introduced impacting on the communities and the views of parish and town residents were considered vital.

Agreed: For two representatives from SPC to attend the Police meeting

7. SUSTAINABLE COMMUNITIES ACT
It was noted that there was a letter asking Members to consider lobbying the local MP to support an amendment bill to the Sustainable Communities Act which included more powers for Parish and Town Councils and therefore more influence in their communities

8. GUILDFORD EMBROIDERY  
Member were invited to an exhibition of ‘Works in Progress’ of the Guildford Embroidery at the Guildhall on Saturday 27th February. This was to show how the embroidery was progressing and to view the design. 
It was noted that the crest on the Chairman’s badge of office for Send had been submitted as the emblem for Send.

	BUSH LANE
Members received a report on the Meeting held with Frances Halstead of Surrey Wildlife Trust regarding the arrangement of a public meeting with local residents of Bush Lane to update them on management plans for the Woodland and to organise work parties to help with the work. It was noted that there had been a profitable meeting with the Headmistress of St. Bedes School and plans had been made to coordinate there.

The Chairman agreed to Chair the public meeting and the Clerk was to organise publicity with Frances and attend to other details of the meeting

	SEND REFURBISHMENT
1. PLANTING SCHEME AT SEND PARADE

Members received and considered a scheme of planting from one of the two appointed designers, for the strip of land adjacent to Send Parade. (It was noted that although the two designers had agreed to work together, they had found in this case, they had very different ideas. Therefore one designer had gracefully stepped down from this part of the project). 
Members however generally agreed that the scheme presented, although well designed and suitable for a private garden, would not be consistent with the requirements of a public area. There would be a large amount of maintenance involved and it would be subject to vandalism. The scheme had therefore not met the criteria of the design brief. 

RESOLVED: Not to approve the planting design as submitted but to pay the fees and thank the designer for the work to date  
2. PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT CONSULTATION
Members received a report on the consultation, the results having been achieved mainly through Ripley and Send Matters  and via the village website questionaire. Generally, the public had approved the listed playground equipment and therefore it was now recommended that the Council proceed with the next stages of the project.
It was commented that the equipment presented was from different companies, therefore it might be advisable to have a final scheme prepared by one company to create unity in design. This would be considered at the next Financal planning meeting.

APPROVED:  Expenditure on playground equipment as specified in the chosen list (which had been submitted for public consultation) subject to siting requirements of manufacturers and a suitable plan with associated planting and paths to be integrated into the design

	REPORTS
1. ALLOTMENTS – There was nothing to report
2. PLANNING – Members noted that the comments from the Planning Committee on current planning applications were available to view.

(The action taken there was in accordance with delegated authority)
3. CEMETERY – Members noted that an up-to-date Cemetery map was being produced and the information would eventually be linked to the Cemetery computer data held. 
4. RECREATION GROUND  - Cllr. T. Goldup reported on the condition of the Multi- playground equipment. The roof had become badly rusted and it was considered advisable to remove it completely. Vandals had removed one prong of the 3 way rocker but it was still usable subject to smoothing-off sharp ends.

Other items noted were loose panels on the ballcourt which needed new bolts, barrier fence posts which had rotten and that the pavilion doorknob and been removed by vandals and had a temporary doorknob fixed in order to open the door.

The Maple Road playground now required another gate installed for safety reasons.

Agreed action: a. To proceed with the  necessary repairs as recommended.

b. To investigate installation of a pavilion doorknob from a certified locksmith

c. To seek quotes from fencing companies to install a new gate at Maple Road

	TREE SURGERY

RESOLVED: To accept a quote (lowest) from a local tree surgeon of £2040 for tree surgery (as recommended in the Parish Tree Survey)  
 BUS SERVICES IN SEND
Members had received and considered a recommendation at the previous Council meeting to make a representation supporting the retention and extension of the Send bus services (a review of bus services was currently being considered by the local Passenger and Transport Assembly).
It was agreed that a large number of people particularly Senior Citizens and even teenagers used the bus services in Send.
RESOLVED: To make a written representation supporting the retention of the bus services in Send by the deadline of 30 January 2010
HIGHWAYS

The following matters for concern were reported (to report to SCC Highways): 
1. Speed signs – The 2 speed signs continued to be inaccurate in their display at times

2. Potholes – A series of large potholes were on the Portsmouth Road
3. Speed limit sign – The 40 limit sign on the Portsmouth Road was leaning over.

4. Polesden Lane – The road was badly ‘dipping’ outside Purbeck House.

5. Grit bins – the bins had not been adequately provided with grit during the snow. It was considered important in our rural area to have this provision and that the Borough should consider prioritising rural shop areas where people needed to get to local shops. It was commented that overall there had been inadequate resources for the snowfall.

Providing Send with further grit bins was to be investigated.

6. Drain at junction – by the junction of Potters lane/Send Hill a drain cover was standing vertical.
