	 CHAIRMAN’S/ CLERK’S REPORT
The Chairman , Janet Manktelow, attended the planting of a Sorbus Wisley Gold  tree at Send Marsh Green on 14th April. This replacement tree had been organised by Les Bowerman of the Send & Ripley History Society. Among others, the Head of Wisley Gardens was present. 
The Chairman attended the Surrey Council’s Association (SCAPT) meeting at Newdigate. There was a presentation by Head of SCC Highways and Cllr. Manktelow was able to speak about a number of Highways issues in Send Parish.

The Chairman having attended the ‘Swap Shop’ which headed up ‘Brighten Send and Tidy It up’ week, commended the project which she felt had been very successful.

· The Clerk attended the Mayor’s reception on 17th March 2010

· The Clerk attended the Parish Liaison meeting at GBC on 26th March 2010 (Minutes were to be circulated to Members)

· The bus shelter had been removed from Mays Corner and was soon to be re-sited outside the offices further up the road

· The VAS sign had been moved to Send Barns Lane. It was noted that this was not working properly and required new batteries.

· Cllr. Oades was to attend a Seminar on influencing change in the Community on 20th April.

· There had been contact with the developers naming the new access road off Linden Way but no final decision had been made as yet. The Clerk had since received further correspondence suggesting the name ‘The Copse’

5. BRIDGE OVER ASHBURTON STREAM
A resident had reported that the bridge over Ashburton stream on the access road to
Fishers Farm was unsafe. It was agreed to report this to SCC Rights of Way.

6. NEW GRASS CUTTERS
It was reported that the new grass cutting contractors had completed their first cut.

7. RIPLEY AND SEND MATTERS AGM
There was an invitation to the Ripley and Send Matters AGM on the 12th May.

	‘BEST WEEK’
Members received a report on BrighTen Send and Tidy it up week which took place in the week commencing 20th March 2010. As previously reported the week involved a series of activities across the village with all the Send based organisations supporting or taking part. 

There was a Swap Shop on the first Saturday, followed by a week of eco-friendly activities and a Community Litter Pick on the second Saturday with at least 90 attending. It was considered a great success, to be repeated in future years.
The Clerk read out a number of positive comments from those taking part and it was acknowledged that Linda Parker-Picken had been the driving force behind the week.

	BUSH LANE WOODLAND
WORK PARTY 27TH MARCH
Members received a report on the Surrey Wildlife Trust and residents’ work party on 

27th March 2010. This had been planned to tie in with the end of BEST week.
It was reported that 14 guides and their leaders along with a number of residents met SWT Frances Halstead who organised a litter pick and removal of some of the invasive bamboo in the area. 
TREE SURGERY

Members received a report on the tree surgery which had been carried out on the site. The tree surgeons had found no evidence of bats or birds nesting during the course of the work. However one particular tree (No. 532 on the plan) was left at approximately 6 metres as a suitable nesting site for birds and for other species.
SPRING ECOLOGICAL SURVEY
Members received advice from Surrey Wildlife Trust to have an ecological survey carried out in April/May 2010 costing £350. Following the outcome of the survey, it had been suggested that the Council consider requesting a Management plan for the area.
Comparative costs of bat specialists had been obtained regarding investigating the presence of bats on site.

RESOLVED: To request that Surrey Wildlife Trust carry out an Ecological Survey at a cost of £350

RESOLVED: To request a bat survey from the specialist with the lowest quote

FLY TIPPING OF GARDEN WASTE
Members discussed the situation regarding fly tipping of garden waste and agreed that as the grass cutting season was almost underway, it would be advisable to work with the Wildlife Trust to send out fliers to prevent further fly tipping. It was also suggested that the Parish Council send a letter to residents to reinforce this issue.
AGREED: To circulate a flier and letter to residents in the area of Bush Lane to prevent further fly tipping of garden waste

	SEND REFURBISHMENT
There was a delay in receiving the design plan for the re-siting of play equipment on the Recreation ground.

It was yet to be confirmed that the planting scheme for the shop parade was approved by SCC Highways. There was concern that a licensed contractor would need to be found to carry out the work as SCC Highways were not at liberty to suggest companies.

It was reported that the agreed planting for screening the pit had been carried out and top soil for the graves had been obtained as required.

	ANNUAL PARISH MEETING AND MAY FAIR
1. Arrangements for the May Fair on 4th May and the Annual Parish Meeting on 14th May were noted. 
2. Members received and considered a proposal to purchase a number of display boards and a gazebo for use by the Parish Council for events and for Community use.

It was noted that Surrey Community Action were considering allowing the Parish Council to have some of their display boards on permanent loan. These would then be available to other Send organisations. It was considered advisable to not lend out the gazebo.
The cost of purchasing a gazebo had been investigated.
RESOLVED: To purchase a gazebo at a cost of £69.99 from Amazon
HIGHWAYS
1. Members received an number of updates on previous matters:
a. The A3 slip road had had a number of potholes patched. It was due to be resurfaced later in the year.

b.  It had been observed that other potholes had been ‘marked’ for attention around the parish.

c.  At Heathfield the stile had now been altered on the Send Road side. The cows were due to arrive early May. The water supply for them was being organised.

2. The following matters were to report to SCC Highways: 
a. There had been flytipping of fencing panels in the ditch to the rear of a property in Chestnut Close, Send Marsh.

b.  The slip road off the A3 into Potters Lane was very uneven with large potholes and there was concern about damage to the tyres of vehicles using this road.
c.  The surface was poor off the A3 slip road into Woodhill.

d.  There was a large amount of rubbish dumped at the Woodhill, Burnt Common junction.
