Members of the public were invited to express a view or ask any questions of the Council between 7.45pm and 8.00 p.m:
Mr. J. Creasey was concerned about the gravel roadway between the shops. The gravel had spread beyond the roadline and presented difficulties for disabled buggy owners. It was suggested that shop owners could be asked to sweep it from time to time. Borough Councillor T. Patrick agreed to investigate this issue further.
It was commented that a large number of lorries carrying loads like gravel had been passing through Send recently and suggested that maybe this was because there were several developments being carried out in the area at the moment.
It was commented that there was a large amount of litter in Bush Lane Woodland and still dumping of garden waste. This was to be reported. It was also noted that there was to be a community litter pick soon.
The speed sign at Send First School was not working. PCSO K. Holland advised reporting this as soon as it it was observed because speed signs required regular attention.

Mrs. Challen was concerned about the number of older teenagers entering the fenced play area at the recreation ground. They were using the new equipment and it was felt that their presence was preventing the younger children from using the equipment. Dogs had also been seen in the play area.

It was noted that there was a clear notice displayed saying ‘no dogs’ but the other signs’ wording and siting would need to be investigated and the situation monitored.
PCSO Holland asked to be informed if there was any inappropriate behaviour from the teenagers because then he would be able to step in and act.

	 CHAIRMAN’S/ CLERK’S REPORT
The Chairman asked if any Members were able to attend the Surrey County Council Local Committee meeting which was to be held in Send on this occasion. Cllr. M. Bruton agreed to attend on behalf of the Parish Council.
Members received and considered the Clerk’s report (matters reported in the month following the Annual Council Meeting held on 17th May 2010)

· The new bus shelter had now been re-sited outside the offices along from Mays Corner. The Clerk suggested that members might like to think about other improvements to bus stops/shelters in Send and the possibility of having ‘real time displays’ now. There were still 106 monies for this area of improvements.  It was suggested that a seat for the new bus shelter should be investigated, despite a previous rejection of the idea by Highways.
· The ‘leaning’ bus shelter at the Lancaster Hall was scheduled for work by Guildford.

· There had been a Surrey County Council Highways traffic census at Send Parade. This was to see what journeys people took through Send. It was noted that there was still a monitor attached to Send Road which would record the lorries passing.  

· Guildford Council had now brought 3 cows to Heathfield for grazing purposes, as agreed. It appeared that most residents were happy about the situation although there were still some concerns about health and safety, the smell and the water supply for the cows. Bor. Cllr. T. Patrick was in contact with residents.
· Send United football tournament had taken place on Send Rec. on 13th June as agreed. 

· The Maple Road playground second gate had been installed and other gate repaired. It was explained that 2 gates were necessary so that anyone being bullied had an opportunity to ‘escape’ from the area. Cllrs Aldridge and Goldup were thanked for their work which had saved the Council a considerable amount of money.
· The safety matting had been installed at the table tennis tables at Maple Road playground and the Recreation Ground, thanks to Cllr Aldridge.
· Along with 14 other Surrey Clerks, the Clerk had attended a visit to the House of Commons on 8th June which included an audience with the Woking MP Jonathan Lord. As well as being an interesting tour, it was a good opportunity to exchange views and it was hoped that it would begin to establish a closer link between central government and parish councils who were considered to be at the grassroots of communities. A question was asked about constituency boundaries and it had been explained that the plan was to eventually reduce the number of MPs in Parliament and therefore constituencies would be even larger in the future. It was suggested that it might be worth contacting the local MP again.
· The Clerk had booked an important day training course on 14th September to update cemetery paperwork.

	BUSH LANE WOODLAND
1. FLYTIPPING LEAFLETS, TREE RESEARCH AND OTHER ISSUES
Members received a report on the leaflet distribution about flytipping, the tree research and other related issues.

A leaflet about dumping of garden waste (which had been viewed by Members previously) and the ecological problems it caused, provided by the Surrey Wildlife Trust had been distributed to 100 households in the area of Bush Lane along with a letter to residents in the immediate vicinity from the Parish Council, informing them that, although in the past they may have been allowed to dispose of garden waste at the woodland, it was no longer permitted. This was due to flytipping regulations.
Information on Guildford Borough Council provision for disposal of garden waste and SCC home composting had also been provided. 

Members noted that the Clerk was awaiting quotes on disposal on the large accumulated piles of garden waste there.

Along with the leaflets and letters, a notification of the condition of the oak trees which were being monitored by Forest Research and found to have Acute Oak Decline, and related BBC broadcast, had been sent out.

Forest Research had been contacted by the BBC who wanted to do a report on the oak disease. The BBC filmed at the wood on Friday 21st May for the ‘One Show’ which was broadcast on Monday 24th May.

Gary Kirk from GBC was about to install Flytipping notices around the woodland now. Forest Research had provided one poster on site explaining about the Acute Oak Decline and it was hoped that more posters would be provided soon.

Surrey Wildlife Trust were hoping to continue to work with St. Bede’s school on the ecological aspects of the woodland and would include awareness of the tree condition.

Members discussed the situation regarding the oak trees. It was commented that oaks were now being felled in Essex as a result of the disease. Tree surgeons were advised to disinfect tools when working on oaktrees in case the disease could be transmitted this way. The public were being asked not to walk from one wood to another without cleaning shoes in between. Further research was being continued.
2. DONATION TO SURREY WILDLIFE TRUST FOR PRINTING COSTS

Members received a proposal that a donation should be made to Surrey Wildlife Trust toward the printing costs of fliers and leaflets which had been distributed on behalf of the Council. (It was noted that Frances Halstead’s services had been provided free).

2. NEW PLAY EQUIPMENT FOR THE RECREATION GROUND

It was advised that in order to proceed in the purchase of new equipment, it was necessary to put out to tender to a minimum of four companies. If items did not meet the specification then the nearest type of equipment would suffice.

The Clerk was to ask for confirmation in writing of these details.

	REPORTS
1. ALLOTMENTS 
a) Report from the Allotment Liason Group
They took their walk on Wednesday 19th May.
Overall they felt that the site was in better condition than it was at this time last year. Some of the dividing paths were a little overgrown but they would keep an eye on them and try to persuade people with mowers/strimmers to help out.

There was a concern that the sign showing that the car park was solely for the use of allotment holders had not been put up again nearer the carpark.

The area under the plum trees was overgrown (almost waist-high) and there were some small trees growing there among the weeds. It needed clearing soon before the problem was exacerbated.

There had been some queries as to the possibilty of having a portaloo on site. They needed to look into the costs and sourcing one but wondered what the Council felt about the suggestion in theory. Now that tenants were working more hours down there it would be very useful.
AGREED: To allow the Allotment holders to clear the area by the plum trees

b) Moles
A tenant had requested help with an infestion of moles on his plot. This was discussed and it was agreed that it would be investigated to see whether this was a common problem. Also a quote would be obtained from the Council’s Pest control contractor.

3. CEMETERY 
a) Cemetery mapping and computer data entry

Members received a report on the progress of the Cemetery mapping and data entry on the system. The map was almost complete and Edge Design had entered a considerable amount of data already on the Epitaph System. Eventually the map would be linked to data and the whole system computerised. 
b) Untidy area at the cemetery
It was reported that there was an untidy area alongside the Cremated ashes plots where dug out earth and turf had been dumped. It was agreed to obtain a quote from the grave digger to remove the earth and a tree surgeon to remove any tree stumps.
