Members of the public were invited to express a view or ask any questions of the Council between 7.45pm and 8.00 p.m:
Mr. Creasey of Send Barns Lane, who had expressed concern regarding the proposed footway/cycleway in that area at the previous Council meeting, explained that he was disappointed not to have received any response from Surrey County Council Highways Department to his objections to the scheme. County Councillor Keith Taylor reported that he was aware of the issues and had been discussing them with Mr. Creasey. Cllr. Taylor explained that the scheme was designed to improve the area for safety reasons   and timing of the work outside Send First School had been to coincide with the School Half Term break. The Send Parish Plan had pinpointed the congestion issues in this area and there was strong support for the improvement scheme.

Two Parish Councillors commented that in the original wish list for improvements, a new crossing and scheme for the Triangle was included but not any mention of a Cycleway.

	 CHAIRMAN’S/CLERK’S REPORT
The Chairman reported attendance at the Surrey Police meeting held on 29th January 2010 at East Horsley. Cllr. J. Aldridge was to report in detail at Agenda Item 13.

Members received and considered the Clerk’s report: 
· The work on the Lancaster Hall roof had been successfully completed. 

· The concerns regarding lack of grit for the bins during the snow and potholes in roads had been reported and the Clerk had been advised on Guildford Borough Council priorities. 

· At the Council’s request the Clerk was monitoring dates and times when services took place in Send e.g. drain clearage and road sweeping
· The Street Lighting Maintenance Contractors were investigating the Lighting system in order to cut electrricity costs. To date they had found no areas where change would improve the system. 

County Councillor K. Taylor explained briefly about the Countrywide PFI scheme.

The Clerk also reported that some of the Broadmead Road had appeared to have been cleared of litter. Members commented that there were was often a lot of debris left after the dustbbin men had been. Borough Cllr. T. Patrick explained that this was a common problem in the Borough and advised contacting Guildford Borough Council. There were also a number of issues relating to the period of heavy snow and aftermath. There was to be a ‘Post Snow’ meeting at GBC on 25th March to discuss the issues.

	RIPLEY VILLAGE HALL

It was noted that the Ripley Village Hall Committee had attended the previous Send Parish Council meeting where the plan to replace the existing Village Hall had been explained and a request for a contribution from Send Parish Council towards the construction costs had been made. 

It was noted that the Financial Strategy and Systems Review Steering Group had considered the matter and their recommendations were now received for decision by Council.
 

This decision was to be mainly influenced by two factors : 

1) The need to protect the financial interests of the majority of Send residents who were considered unlikely to use the Hall.

2) The pressing need to maintain and improve Send's own facilities and services.
The Clerk also provided some suggestions for the RVH Committee to consult residents. 
RESOLVED: Not to contribute to the rebuilding of Ripley Village Hall:  

a. To protect the financial interests of the majority of Send residents 
b. Because of the need to maintain and improve Send's own facilities and services.

	BUSH LANE
Members received an oral report on the Public Meeting held on 8th February 2010 and subsequent progress following the meeting. (A written report was yet to be completed).
Some Members felt that it was a productive meeting; the Chairman was thanked for leading it so well. Others felt that too many other issues were brought up which diverted attention from the matters in hand.

It was noted that the Management Working Party made up of 10 volunteers and supervised by Frances Halstead of Surrey Wildlife Trust was hoping to meet on 27th March 2010 to coincide with the Clean up day for BrightEn Send and Tidy it up week.
It was reported that the Tree Survey consultant had confirmed that it would be acceptable to delay the tree surgery to a number of trees in the Woodland which were possibly housing bats in order that a bat survey be carried out.

It was reported that a copy of a letter which had apparently been sent to Bush Lane residents 15 years ago from the Council giving permission to dispose of garden waste in the Woodland had yet to be located. However Cllr. T. Goldup had found a reference to the issue in the Council Meeting Minute book from 1992.
It was noted that a number of Send residents had mentioned that there was a right to dig sand from the area.

It was agreed that further investigation and clarification were required on a number of points.

AGREED: 1) To clarify costs and recommendations for a Management plan and Spring Survey from Surrey Wildlife Trust
2) To clarify the relevant legislation relating to the Woodland and Rights of Residents in order to inform them clearly

3) To establish a timetable for all related work

1. FLYING SAUCER

RESOLVED: To purchase a Flying Saucer for the Playground at a cost of £2280

2. SEND UNITED FOOTBALL TOURNAMENT 
Members received a request from Send United Football Club to hold a Summer Tournament on the Recreation Ground. It was noted that the dates were to be checked with Send Social Club to confirm that this would not clash with their tournament plans.
APPROVED: To give permission to Send United Football Club to hold a Summer Football Tournament on the Recreation Ground on a date in Mid May and to use an area of the Recreation Ground for parking cars 
SURREY POLICE MEETING
Cllr. J. Aldridge gave a report on the Surrey Police meeting held on 29th January 2010 at East Horsley. There was a presentation from Mark Rowley, the Chief Constable for Surrey. Several points were included:
1. Surrey Police has improved considerably in reducing Crime over the last few years particularly Burglary, Theft and Violent crime. 
2. The most prominent current crime was Anti-social behaviour. 
3.Half of Surrey Crime was due to Criminals from outside the County.

The Chief Constable explained that Surrey Police were now making plans to reduce spending to meet budget needs and various options were being considered:
1.There was to be a 3 year plan which as well as saving money, would provide 200 more Police officers half of which would be in local neighbourhoods. 
2. Divisional offices would be replaced by one central office.
3. There would be a reduction in the existing police premises which were old, costly to maintain, not well located and with few visitors. Alternative venues in public buildings were to be sought. Help would be required in identifying these locations.

4. Access to police services and collaboration with other services would be improved.

The full details of the presentation was available from the Clerk and views were welcomed via the Surrey Police website. 

It was noted that there were no current plans to close Ripley Police Station and if this was on the agenda at any time, alternative premises would be found.

HIGHWAYS

The following matters for concern were reported (to report to SCC Highways): 
1. There were a large number of potholes in Send Marsh Road and at Send Dip where the surface was breaking up at the junction.

There were large potholes on the London Road on both carriageways.
2. It was noted that the old streetlight column had been removed at Burnt Common Cottages and the new SCC streetlight on the Clandon Road was not working.
3. There was concern that the replacement safety bollard on the Clandon Road had not been set to light up. There were no white lines painted on one side of the bollard.
4. The Caravan at Burnt Common Lane had been removed. However SCC had been contacted to explain the concern that there were still not sufficient barriers provided to prevent further access.  

5. There was a camper van parked on the London Road outside Ewbanks. It was attached to a generator and it was evident that someone was living there. This was to be reported to Guildford Borough Enforcement Department.
