Due to lack of expertise on fundraising matters, the Committee had felt unable to pursue the project in the past. However it was now considered a priority as leaks were often occuring when there was rainfall.

Members discussed a number of technical details regarding the repair of the roof.
It was agreed that Mr. Locatelli would seek quotes from ‘roofing’ firms and present them at the next Council meeting. The Clerk would contact Guildford Borough Council to investigate funding opportunities including Grant Aid.

Members received and considered the Chairman’s report:

Send Help - The Chairman reported attendance at the Send Help AGM and lunch and commended the service. It had been a successful year with around 500 callers. As it appeared that they were no longer eligible for ‘free’ BT rental, the cheaper option of a mobile was being considered. The Chairman expressed the view that as this was an essential service to Send therefore further support from the Parish Council should be considered (it was noted that the insurance was already paid by the Parish Council).
Planning Seminar – The Chairman had attended the first of 3 sessions, entitled ‘Climate change and Planning’. There was an interesting presentation on solar and ground heating linked to the planning of sustainable homes.
Members received and considered the Clerk’s report (Issued with the Agenda):

	BUSH LANE
The Clerk reported that the Wildlife Trust were proceeding with a Badger Survey of the area and had agreed to produce a report by the end of October. 
It was agreed that no further decisions could be made until this time.
SEND REFURBISHMENT
Members received a report on the meeting held on the 8th October:

SEND UNITED FOOTBALL

A letter had been received on the requirements for Send United football club using the Recreation ground facilities. 
Members had some reservations concerning disturbance to the neighbours, particularly those in Sandy Lane and Farm Lane, and the wear likely to be caused to the grass.

It was considered that if the evening training commenced it would replace the Saturday morning training, therefore it would be best to limit it to two sessions per week to reduce disruption to the neighbours.

The Council would arrange for cleaning after each session. However, the cost could be reduced if the Club was prepared to clean up after sessions. 
The club would advise their members to walk or cycle if possible and, in any case, avoid parking in Sandy Lane and Farm Lane. However one Councillor was very concerned that the parking would still be a problem at weekends.

It was agreed that the Council would write to the neighbours advising them of the new arrangements with the Football Club. Also, that the Council would consult with them before agreeing to the use of the Rec for football during the winter of 2010/2011.

A resident of Sandy Lane explained that there there has been a long history of rowdy behaviour and vandalism along this edge of the Rec, which would most probably increase if a shelter was provided in this area.
Agreed (not unanimous): To allow Send United Football Club to use the Recreation Ground twice a week, subject to agreed conditions for a trial period to the end of March 2010
To write to nearby residents to inform them of the arrangements 

PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT

After 4 site meetings with Playground equipment suppliers and having received some costings, the Send Refurbishment Group were able to come to some conclusions about the type of equipment that was suitable. Cllrs. M. Bruton and N. Oades had produced a draft questionaire to be included in the next Ripley and Send Matters publication to consult all households on their opinions. 
APPROVED: Questionnaire on Playground equipment for Send Recreation Ground to be included as a flier in Ripley and Send Matters  next publication 
PLANTING AT SEND PARADE
 Members received a proposal to plant low-lying shrubs along the strip of land adjacent to the main road at Send Parade. It was agreed that this would help improve the look of the area and would help start the project off.
RESOLVED: To plant low-lying shrubs along the strip of land adjacent to the main road at Send Parade
REPORTS

1. ALLOTMENTS – The Clerk reported on advice from Guildford Borough Council regarding lighting of bonfires on the allotments.It was noted that whilst there are no laws or Byelaws prohibiting bonfires in Guildford Borough legal penalties may apply to someone having a bonfire if it were to cause a Statutory Nuisance, as specified in the Environmental Protection Act 1990. 

A notice was now displayed at the allotments giving details on how to avoid causing a nuisance and advice on all aspects of having a bonfire.

7. FINANCE MEETING  

Members received and considered an oral report on the Financial Strategy and Systems Review Steering Group meeting held on 12th October. 

Members discussed the possibility of ‘boosting’ services such as street cleaning and recycling in the village. It was agreed to wait until the new Recycling and Refuse collection programme, starting November, worked out. However further investigations would be made as to whether this was an option for the Council. 
8. TREES AT THE TRIANGLE 

 Members considered whether the trees at the Triangle should be ‘Crown Lifted’. It had become evident that a number of trees required attention in the area including some adjacent to Kevan Drive. It was noted that there was provision in the Budget for tree surgery.

Once advertising opportunities had been taken it was hoped that the income would then cover the costs.
