PAVILION

1. Roof repairs – Members received and considered 3 quotes for repairs to the pavilion roof following the damage caused by the large oak which had fallen in June. All the quotes were from reputable builders so it was agreed to accept the lowest quote subject to approval of the insurance company.
APPROVED: Acceptance of the lowest quote of £3552 for pavilion repairs (insurance claim)

2. Public toilet – Letters had been written to the builders explaining that due to financial reasons 
the project had been put on hold. The architect and project manager had discussed ways of reducing the specification to cut costs. However there was still concern about the cost and therefore
an alternative proposal had been put forward to install a toilet in the store room at the other end of the pavilion. 

Members viewed some sketches and discussed the details of the proposal and it was agreed that it was worth investigating this alternative. Expert advice was to be sought about whether the store could accommodate the toilet, the costs involved and whether extra funding was available considering it was to be a disabled facility.  It was commented that it was worth pursuing if there proved to be a significant difference in the costs.

AGREED: To further investigate the alternative proposal for the location of the public toilet
