	Large plots of land are being sold around the village by CEMEX. Some land is being sold in small  plots

The owners of large number of small dwellings suitable for one person or older people are seeking planning permission to extend
	· Concern about the use of the land and the green belt
· Concern that the small plots of land will not be cared for appropriately and will become an eye sore

· Land use /future housing/travellers sites

· Housing stock changes need to reflect the need of all household sizes
	· Planning Committee to be trained to deal with current planning law
· Help asked for from SCAPT in specific situations

· Planning Committee  to be diligent in applying relevant standard to planning applications

	At certain times the village youth can cause problems
	· Regularly review the need for a village Youth group
· the need for activities for village youth
	· Liaise with Police and potential youth group leaders

	Neighbourhood Watch Schemes in Send seem to be closing
	· Encourage “old” neighbourhood schemes to restart and start new ones
	· Liaise with Police
· Identify areas with  Neighbourhood Watch schemes or residents groups

	The need to keep people informed

· To maintain good links with Ripley
	· To contribute to Ripley & Send matters and update Send village on line regularly
· Maintain the good links between the Clerks of the two Parishes

	Speeding in the village
	· Speed limits in several places in the village need to be reviewed and the need for a pedestrian crossing should be evaluated

· Reinstate Community Speed Watch
	· Discuss with police and Surrey CC highways Dept Borough Councillor & County Councillor
· Liaise with Police, previous members of the Team and newly trained parishioners

	Dangerous bend at Send Marsh
	·  Investigate Send Marsh Green  a one way system
	· Discuss with police and Surrey CC highways Dept Borough Councillor & County Councillor

	Access for people with difficulty with mobility
	· Kerb at the end of Maple Road is not dropped 
	· Inform GBC and request them to correct the situation 


	Safety for motorists leaving the Village Medical centre
	· More posts needed to deter parking to the left of the exit
· Vegetation needs cutting at the entrance to the Medical Centre 
	· Discuss with police, SCC highways Dept Borough Councillor & County Councillor
· PC and GBC to include this in  work schedule 

	The difficulty of parking at the schools, the shops and at the Recreation Ground when it  is being used for special events
	· Identify a site for a village car park or investigate extending the parking at the shops
	· Parish Council to investigate

	Communications within the Village
	· A central village diary needed to prevent clashes of events
· Continue the programme of community events eg Village walks, 
	· Parish Clerk to Liaise with Patels about having a Village Diary in the PO
· Local organisers to be given help by Parish Council where needed. 

· Hold a Jubilee Picnic on the Recreation Ground

	The bad winter of 2010/2011 plus the phone cables being stolen showed that certain groups of people are vulnerable 
	· The need to promote good neighbourliness 
	· Send Looks Out set up but needs to be reviewed each Autumn

	Broadband speeds are slow and mobile phone reception is erratic 
	· Difficulties for students needed to download information
· People who use the internet for shopping 
· People working from home are limited in their employment opportunities
· People can’t use phones reliably which has safety implications
	· Parish Clerk to contact BT and other relevant bodies to ask for the situation to be improved

	The Recreation Ground has become a very much more effective meeting place with the introduction of play and exercise equipment suitable for all ages.
	· Facilities needed for people without children

· Toilet needed

· The Pavilion needs up grading in order to become a more useful community facility 
	· Provide a quiet seating area

· Finalise and complete the scheme to build a toilet suitable for all groups

· Investigate if a kiosk/ café could be run from the Pavilion

· Investigate if pavilion could be used as a meeting place ( PC to check initially with the Charity Commissioners)

	There is no certainty of secondary school places at accessible schools
	· Secondary School admissions Policy not meeting the needs of local children
	· PC and Parents to give input to SCC & MP 

	The area around the parade of shops needs improving
	· A poor pavement surface
· Planting needs extending

· The telephone kiosk to become a village amenity 
	· Parish Clerk to offer to arrange of tarmacing to be carried out when path is laid in the Rec (shop keepers to pay)
· PC to organise

· PC to organise

	To develop opportunities for the community to be involved in environmental activities.
	· To continue BEST Week

· To provide a local facility where Christmas trees can be recycled
	· All local organisations to be asked to be involved

· Parish Clerk to talk to GBC otherwise a  tree surgeon to be approached

	There is a litter problem mainly on the Recreation Ground and a problem of Dog mess on all footpaths and the Rec
	· The local environment spoiled by litter and dog mess
	·  PC to continue to employ someone to pick up litter
· To ensure that there are sufficient litter/dog mess bins

· To educate people about the health dangers of dog mess with an article in Ripley & Send Matters

· Poster campaigns/  competition

	Improving the appearance of the village
	·  Planting needed around the Blacksmith Sculpture 
· Varied panting needed on the Recreation ground

· General maintenance of PC owned land and assets 
	· Planting planned  to take place in the spring

· Parish Council to plan & put into place including native plants where appropriate
· Parish Council to ensure that all Parish owned ground and signs are  well kept

	It is difficult to buy fresh fruit and vegetables in the village
	· Set in place a scheme to sell fresh fruit & vegetables
	· A working party to investigate if this is a viable scheme to sell fruit & vegetables

	The footpaths around the village are a great asset 
	· Information in a prominent place is needed when footpaths are closed
	· Parish Clerk to consult with GBC and National Trust


	There are unemployed people in the village whose skills could be of use to other people & organisations who would gain valuable work experience from using their skills.
	· There is a need to link the people/charities who need help with people with skills they would find helpful

	· Investigate the means of establishing a scheme where people can advertise for voluntary helpers Young people ,with skills, skills could be encouraged to share these skills with people who would like to gain access to the internet etc

	More people are working from home and have needs which might  be met communally
Broadband speeds very slow (see previous comment) and limit employment opportunities
	· Facilities needed for home workers eg  a communal high speed colour printer 

	· Investigate a communal site where home workers can met for support & to use equipment
