

The combination of the snow and stolen phone cables was the trigger for discussions about establishing a “help your neighbours” scheme to be called 
 . Consequently at the beginning of October an open meeting was held to share ideas how this could be done effectively in Send.

People of all ages need help in times of emergency such as snow and flooding.

Send is fortunate in having “Send Help” well established in the village and a representative explained how they operate and also that they have identified two specific needs
1. More 4x4s and drivers. The need is especially urgent in snow & ice. (If anyone can help please contact “Send Help” on 225255).

2. When the phone lines are down people outside the village can’t contact their elderly relatives who don’t have mobile phones. This can be very distressing as the line just rings and doesn’t say there is a fault. So please if you have an elderly neighbour could you talk to them about giving your mobile number to relatives so contact can be made in times of emergencies?

The discussion developed into how we could develop the sense of neighbourliness in Send. The following list of ideas was produced.
1. Plan a Jubilee Street Party

2. Clear the snow outside your property 
3. Clear the snow outside neighbouring properties if your neighbour is unable to do it

4. If you have teenagers in your family encourage them to help neighbours with shopping or snow clearing

5. Talk to elderly neighbours NOW. Elderly people have to be cautious about who they deal with so perhaps introduce yourself before the winter comes when it’s daylight. Exchange phone numbers so contact can be made easily.

6. If you have a tractor that could be used in emergencies please contact the Parish Office now so we have your details Debbie Hurdle   01483 479312     clerk@sendparishcouncil.gov.uk
7. Residents Associations and Neighbourhood Watch areas could make plans for helping their vulnerable neighbours.
