
PUBLIC MEETING UPDATE
Wow !  What a turnout !  A very big thank you to all of you who attended Monday’s meeting in the Church Rooms to discuss the proposed gypsy site on Send Hill and the other 15 planning proposals in the village.  It was estimated there were around 350 to 400 people and we were all totally overwhelmed with the response !
Unfortunately, we were unable to book the main Lancaster Hall for the night. We only were originally going to use the upstairs room but as it holds a maximum of 50 people we decided instead to switch venues at the last minute to the Church Rooms.  Our apologies to those of you who were at the back and might not have been able to hear everything and we hope you were able to gain something from the meeting.  

For those of you who were unable to get into the meeting we also apologise.  We are planning to arrange a second public meeting for you but with the limited time available to organise this may not be possible. We will arrange for a notice to go in the window of Mc Colls and the Post Office about this as it may not be possible to leaflet drop everyone in time. The fight is far from over !
We still need everyone’s help and here is what you can do.
We have arranged for full information packs to be available at Mc Colls and the Post Office on Send Road. Some of you received these full packs at the public meeting and others received a short version so please go and pick up a full pack as it contains everything you might need.

What is in the Information Packs?

The pack contains the following:
1. Three template ‘tick box’ letters (Response Forms 1, 2 and 3).  If you don’t have time to write a letter but you do want to comment then we have produced three templates and all that is needed from you is to add your name and address and tick the objections which apply. There is one for the proposed gypsy site, one for affordable housing and one for all the other proposals in the village.  You can use all three if you wish or any combination.

2. A list of all the possible objections which could be used if you wanted to write your own letter.

3. The Councils own Response Form which can be used if you wish.

ALL RESPONSES MUST BE RECEIVED BY GUILDFORD BC NO LATER THAN 30TH JANUARY 2008 !!

AFTER THIS DEADLINE, NO FURTHER OBJECTIONS CAN BE MADE.

Meeting Summary
The meeting clearly demonstrated two significant things.  

Firstly – that very few of us knew anything about all the proposals and if they had not been highlighted then these may have been passed simply because nobody had been able to object.
Secondly – there was very strong opposition to a proposed gypsy site or affordable housing on Send Hill as well as to the majority of the other planning proposals in the village.

And Finally…
1. PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE do send your objections and comments to Guildford BC by either letter, on line form or by using the ‘tick box’ template letters where you only have to write your name and address and tick some boxes.

2. Tell as many people in the village as you can.  If in doubt, better that they hear about it twice rather than not at all.

If Send village can send 1000 or more objections to Guildford BC then this will give them a very strong message that we do care very much about what goes on in our village and the way in which we would like it to be developed.
